WIA001 - WIA Eligibility and Claims Data
Report Description
This report displays claim, payment, and employer data for the entered SSN.  Data for active claims is updated weekly on Mondays at 7:30 AM.
Report Parameters
To display the report, users enter the SSN for which they would like to view data, select the number of weeks of payment data they would like to view, and click the “View Report” button.
Printing the Report
To print a report, first create a pdf with the export icon and then print the pdf. The export icon is two items to the left of the report’s print icon. NOTE: Until SKIES upgrades to a newer version of SQL Server, the print icon, itself, will not work correctly.
Report Navigation
If the report contains multiple pages, the page count will appear at the bottom of the report.  The single arrows near the top of the report move the report forward or backward a page at a time. The double arrows move the report to its first or last page.
No Matching Records
If no data is found for the SSN on the first table (Benefit Claim Data), the table will display, “No UI activity found on regular claim, benefits exhausted claim, monetarily ineligible claim, or benefit year expired claim in Washington State.” If no data is found for the second table (Benefit Payment History), “No Benefit Payment History found in Washington State” will display in place of the table. If no Washington Employer Data is found for the last four quarters, the table will appear with empty (-) fields. When employer data for the most recent quarter is not shown, it may be due to a lag quarter, non-covered employment, or out of state employment.  
Note that it is possible for data to exist for only one or two of the three tables.
Also, note that when Table 2 displays, “No Benefit Payment History Weeks Displayed,” this indicates that “No Weeks Displayed” was selected for the Benefit Payment History Weeks Displayed parameter. From the dropdown, select the number of weeks to display and re-run the report to see if there is payment data for the table.

	Name
	Name of the claimant associated with the entered SSN.

	Last Four Digits of SSN
	To protect claimants’ privacy, this field is limited to the last four digits of claimant SSNs.



Table 1 – Benefit Claim Data - Displays current data on record for regular claims, benefits exhausted claims, monetarily ineligible claims, and benefit year expired claims in Washington State.
	Column Name
	Column Description

	Status
	Reports the status of the claim.
Active Claim – The department received a request for benefits (weekly claim) within the last four weeks.
Active – New Claim/Benefit Extension – The department received a request for benefits (weekly claim) within the last four weeks, but, because of a benefit extension or a recently opened claim, payment was issued on another claim type.
Inactive Claim - The department has not received a request for benefits within the last four weeks.
Benefits Exhausted – All allotted benefits have been paid on a claim.
Monetarily Ineligible – The hours worked by claimant and reported by Washington base year employers are not enough to set up a valid claim.
Monetarily Ineligible – Wages Pending – Same as above, but in the process of having wages added to set up a valid claim.
Benefit Year Expired – Payments cannot be made because the benefit year during which it was valid to submit and pay benefits ended.

	Benefit Type
	Reports claim benefit type, such as R (Regular), EB (Extended Benefits), TB (Training Benefits), or EUC (Emergency Unemployment Compensation).

	WBA
	Weekly Benefit Amount - the maximum amount a claimant is eligible to receive and is payable for each week claimed (before any deductions or reductions).

	MBP
	Maximum Benefits Payable - The total amount that may be paid out on the claim.

	NBA
	New Balance Available - The amount of benefits still available for payment on the claim.

	Paid to Date
	The total amount of benefits paid on the claim to date.

	BYE
	Benefit Year End - The date in which the benefit year for a claim ends.

	TRB
	Reports whether approved for training benefits.

	CAT
	Reports whether approved for Commissioner Approved Training.

	Sep Reason – Laid Off / Lack of Work (Y/N)
	Reflects information initially reported by the claimant about reason for separation from last employer. If the reported separation reason is laid off/lack of work, ‘Y’ (or, yes) will display. If separation reason is other than lack of work, then ‘N’ (no) is displayed. NOTE: This may not be consistent with final separation reason as determined by the department. 



Table 2 – Benefit Payment History - Displays up to 52 of the most recent Washington State UI payments associated with the entered SSN. Payments are not necessarily specific to any one claim.
	Column Name
	Column Description

	Benefit Week Ending
	The date of the last day of the week that is claimed.

	Date Payment Issued
	The date in which a payment was issued. NOTE: The weeks paid, as reported in this chart, may not be for the most current claim.

	Earnings (Y/N)
	Indicates whether earnings were reported, which will change the amount of the payment for that week.

	Base Amount
	The Weekly Benefit Amount at the time the week was claimed. It does not reflect temporary state and federal increases, and it does not reflect IRS deductions, offsets, and certain other federally mandated reductions. However, any Earnings, Pension, Days-not-eligible, Shared Work Percentage, or Bankruptcy reductions are already accounted for in this figure.

	Total (Gross)
	The total amount of the payment, including any temporary state and federal increases, but after reported earnings are subtracted and before other deductions/reductions.

	Deductions/
Reductions
	Amount of IRS deductions, offsets, and certain other federally mandated reductions subtracted from the total gross amount before payment. This figure does not include Earnings, Pension, Days-not-eligible, Shared Work Percentage, or Bankruptcy reductions.

	Total Payment Issued (Net)
	The (net) amount of the payment issued after all increases and reductions have been applied.



Table 3 – Washington Employer Data - Displays only Washington State wage data reported for the last four quarters, if available, to potentially support establishment of an unemployment claim.
	Column Name
	Column Description

	YrQtr
	The four digit year and the quarter for which the wages and hours were reported. Each quarter covers a three month time span, i.e. 1st quarter is January, February, March of a given year (i.e., 2012/1).

	Wage Name
	The name of the person associated with the reported wages and hours.

	Employer Name
	The name of the employer who reported the wages and hours.

	Wages
	The wages reported for the listed employer in the corresponding YrQtr.

	Hours
	The number of hours worked for the listed employer in the corresponding YrQtr.


Data Source
The data for the WIA001 – WIA Eligibility and Claims Data report is obtained from the UIBenefitDB, WageDB and EmployerDB Data Warehouse databases and uses the BenefitPaymentHistory, BenefitPaymentStimulus, Claim, Claimant, Separation, Employer, Wage, Warrant, and Earnings tables.
