WIA001 - For WIA Eligibility and Claims Data 
Report Description
This report displays claimant and employer data for the entered SSN.  If the claim is active, the data is updated on a weekly basis every Monday at 7:30 AM.
Report Parameters
You must enter the desired SSN to query the data and then click the “View Report” button to display the report.
Report Navigation
If the report contains multiple pages, the page count will appear at the bottom of the report.  Clicking the single arrow will take you to the next page. Clicking the double arrow will take you to the last or first page of the report. 
No Matching Records
If the SSN has no matching records, the report will show “No UI activity found in Washington State for (last 4 digits of the SSN) for the most recent four quarters” but the employer information section will show the available data. If employer data for the most recent quarter is not shown, it may be a lag quarter, non-covered employment, or out of state employment.  In these cases, the report will show “None” under Employer Name. 
Name: Name of the claimant associated with the entered SSN. 
Last 4 SSN: Only last four digits of the SSN. 
Table 1: Shows claim data for the entered SSN.
Table 2: Shows employer history for the last 4 available filing quarters whether or not there are earnings or records that do not match.
Status:  Claim status at the time the report is run. Possible values: Active Claim, Benefits Exhausted. Active Claim is considered the current Benefit Year End (BYE) date. The claimant may or may not be actively claiming benefits at the time of the report run. 
Benefit Type: R for Regular, EUC for Emergency Unemployment Compensation, EB for Extended Benefits, TB for Training Benefits.  NOTE: Trade Readjustment Act and Disaster Unemployment Assistance payments cannot be reflected in this report. That information must be obtained from the Records Office.
WBA: Weekly Benefit Amount
MBP: Maximum Benefit Payable
NBA: Net UI Balance Amount
Paid to Date:  Amount paid to claimant to date.
BYE: Benefit Year Ending date
TRB: Approved for Training Benefits
CAT: Approved for Commissioner Approved Training
Sep Reason – Laid Off/Lack of Work:  Claimant’s self-reported reason at the time the first application for unemployment was filed.  Note: It may not be the final reason adjudicated.  Possible values:  “Yes” or “No”.  If “No”, separation from base year employer is not due to lay off or lack of work and may require further inquiry to determine WIA program eligibility.
Washington Employer Data
The report displays the last four quarters.  Due to extensions of unemployment insurance benefits, the wages for the “Active Claim” may have been reported more than 4 quarters ago.
YrQtr: Year - Quarter
Wage Name: Last name as reported by the employer
Employer Name: The employer who reported wages in that quarter
Wages: Wages for that quarter from each reporting employer 
Hours: Hours reported by that employer for that quarter and year
Data Source
The data is obtained from the UIBenefitDB, WageDB and EmployerDB from Data Warehouse using claim, claimant, Separation Reason, Employer and wage tables.
