If you are a veteran seeking to relate your duties to civilian employment, this tool will help you to make those vital connections. 
This crosswalk uses the Military Occupational Classification (MOC) system for every branch of the U.S. armed forces to identify the knowledge, skills, abilities, tasks, and work styles that match up with related civilian occupations. 
Once you have located the MOC code that fits a specific military job title, you can transfer that code to the Veterans Job Bank linked to the National Resource Directory for Veterans to find related civilian job listings.
How do I use the Veterans Job Bank?
Click on the Veterans Job Bank link from the home page of the National Resource Directory. 
The picture to the left will appear on the newly opened window at the bottom of the page.
Enter your MOC code, keywords, and/or location (you can enter all three if you so choose) to find civilian jobs that most closely match your knowledge, skills and abilities.
