Increase in Automatic Transportation Payments (Auto Pay) for WorkFirst Parents receiving Employment Services 
Automatic Transportation Payments (Auto Pay) are being increased effective February 15, 2012. This increase is designed to help support parents in meeting their requirements while engaged in Employment Services. The new payment totals by category are:

            Immediate -     $25 (no change)
            Urban -            $35 twice a month if a parent lives within 40 miles of your office

            Rural -             $45 twice a month if a parent lives more than 40 miles from your office

There is no change to the amount of Immediate Auto Pay.  Urban is increased by $10 dollars and Rural Auto pay is increased by $20 dollars.   

Auto Pays are processed the 1st working day of the month and the 1st working day after the 15th of the month and are mailed the following business day.   Keep in mind that holidays may delay this process.   

Total auto payments while in JS is 8 (this includes any Immediate Auto Pay) per program year. WEX is eligible for a total of 3 payments
Keep in mind that parents are eligible for only one Immediate Auto Pay during Employment Services activities (JS, WE, OT, PT, and FT) and if an Immediate Auto Pay is used, it counts as one of the payments. 
Parents are also eligible for two Auto Pays while in Part or Fulltime Employment or in an On-the Job Training Program.
