Support Services Priorities:

1. WorkFirst On-the-Job Training (OJTs).  The goals of OJTs are to transition parents off of cash assistance, place them in full-time jobs, and help them learn job skills that allow them to increase their wages over time. 

2. Vouchers or tickets for auto transportation or public transit.  Please insure your office has tickets for public transit sufficient through the end of the program year. This is a direct benefit to WorkFirst job seekers to assist in them getting to places of employment.
3. Essentials to assist WorkFirst job seekers immediately seek and accept 
employments (e.g. shoes, work clothing, licenses/certificates, tools, etc.).
